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The new law could also be used to make
companies running buses, coaches, taxis, trains
and rental cars make changes so that they are
accessible to disabled people.

At the moment in Northern Ireland some
vehicles do not have to be accessible.  People in
Northern Ireland are going to be asked what
they think about this in 2008.

The planned changes do not affect aeroplanes
or boats.

But the European Union brought in a new law in
July 2007 for disabled people going on flights.  It
gives them new rights on flights in the European
Union.
